Stage 1:  Unforgiven 

 
SPONSORED BY RUGER 
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START POSITION:  At P1, both hands placed on the Xôs on the saloon doors, firearm loaded to division 
capacity, holstered, and magazines or speed loaders stowed in ammo carriers on belt. 
 
SCENARIO:  In an unfamiliar part of town, you enter an establishment for food and drink, only to find you 
are not welcomed.  Profanity and threats are thrown at you and the mob descends on you.  Defend 
yourself, much like Clint Eastwood did in the movie, ñUNFORGIVENò. 
 
PROCEDURE:  On the signal, enter the cantina advancing towards P2, draw and engage T1-T3 in the 
open.  Then, advance to P3 and engage T4-T6 in tactical priority, using the piano as cover. 
 
SO/SETUP NOTES:  T1 is a disappearing retreater, activated by tHe cantinaôs swinging doors.  T2 is a 
disappearing double drop turner activated by the retreater.  T4-T6 should not be visible from P2. 
 
SCORING:  Vickers count, 12 round minimum  PENALTIES:  Per IDPA Rules 
TARGETS:  6 IDPA   1 Non-threat    CONCEALMENT:  Required 
SCORED HITS:  Best 2 on Paper    RE-LOADS:  Per IDPA Rules 
START-STOP:  Audible ï Last Shot    DESIGNED BY:  CHRIS TESSIER 
 



 

 



 

Stage 2:  Where Eagles Dare

START POSITION:  At P1, both hands placed on the Xôs, firearm loaded to division capacity, holstered, 
and magazines or speed loaders stowed in ammo carriers on belt. 
 
SCENARIO:  Youôre entering a corridor when you are attacked by gang members.  You must defend 
yourself, while your buddies exit for safety.  Much like they did in the movie, ñWHERE EAGLES DAREò, 
when Lt. Morris Schaffer (Clint Eastwood) was defending the corridor to the radio room, while Major John 
Smith (Richard Burton) was on the radio calling for extraction.  He had to buy himself some time before 
blowing up the radio and repelling down the cliff face. 
 
PROCEDURE:  On the signal, engage targets from P1 cover.  Steel activators must fall. 
 
SO/SETUP NOTES:  S2 activates T4 (drop turner) and S1 activates T5 (out and back).  18òx24ò steel plate 
must be placed behind cover but in front of T5 to prevent shoot through.) 
 
SCORING:  Vickers count, 12 round minimum  PENALTIES:  Per IDPA Rules 
TARGETS:  5 IDPA   2 Steel     CONCEALMENT:  Required 
SCORED HITS:  Best 2 on Paper.  Steel Must Fall. RE-LOADS:  Per IDPA Rules

START POSITION:  Standing at P1, hands relaxed at side.  Handgun unloaded to division capacity and 
placed in the box on table, magazines or speed loaders placed on table. 
 
SCENARIO:  You are on a luxury yacht for a party when criminals board, take your daughter hostage and 
start threatening you and others.  Retrieve your weapon and fight to save your daughter, much like Liam 
Neesen did in the movie ñTAKENò. 
 
PROCEDURE:  On the signal, stow your magazines or speed loaders in your carriers, retrieve your firearm 
from the box.  Through the port,   engage T1 ï T3 in tactical sequence, with two rounds each.  (S1 behind 
T1 activates T3 drop turner.)  Move to P2 and get into prone shooting position.  Engage S2,  T4 ï T7 in 
tactical priority.  T4 becomes visible when S2 is hit (shooting out its leg). 
 
SO/SETUP NOTES:  Bookshelf between target arrays should be positioned so that T4 ï T7 are not visible 
from right side of P2.  Only the leg of T4 should be visible from P2. 
 
SCORING:  Vickers count, 15 round minimum  PENALTIES:  Per IDPA Rules 
TARGETS:  7 IDPA   2 Non Threats     1 Steel  CONCEALMENT:  Required 
SCORED HITS:  Best 2 on Paper.  Steel Must Fall. RE-LOADS:  Per IDPA Rules

START POSITION:  Sitting at P1, firearm loaded to division capacity and resting on either left or right shelf.  
Magazines or speed loaders stowed in ammo carriers on belt. 
 
SCENARIO:  You stop into a rest area off the highway to utilize their clean, ñsanitaryò port-a-potty.  While 
inside you hear a ruckus outside near the hedge row and thru a crack, you see 6 gang members attacking 
your family.  Using surprise tactics, you open the door and save your family.  Much like ñBuckshot Robertsò 
did in the outhouse scene in the movie, ñYOUNG GUNSò. 
 
PROCEDURE:  On the signal, kick the port-a-potty door open, retrieve firearm from shelf, 
and engageT1 ï T6 freestyle. 
 
SO/SETUP NOTES:  Opening of door activates swinger. 
 
SCORING:  Vickers count, 12 round minimum  PENALTIES:  Per IDPA Rules 
TARGETS:  6 IDPA   2 Non Threats        CONCEALMENT:  NOT Required 
SCORED HITS:  Best 2 on Paper.    RE-LOADS:  Per IDPA Rules

Stage 5:  Temple of Doom

START POSITION:  Standing at P1, holding a gold nugget with firearm loaded to division capacity, 
holstered, and magazines or speed loaders stowed in ammo carriers on belt. 
 
SCENARIO:  While Spelunking in an old gold mine looking for treasure, bandits attack.  Cross the raging 
river on the rickety bridge while protecting your fellow treasure searchers and rescue your friend captured 
as a hostage..  Much like Indiana Jones did in Solomonôs mine in the movie ñTEMPLE OF DOOMò. 
 
PROCEDURE:  On the signal, drop the gold nugget and engage T1 ï T3 free style, while crossing the 
rickety bridge.  Move to P2 and, while using cover, engage S1 and T4 ï T7.  S1 activates the mining cart. 
 
SO/SETUP NOTES:  T1 ï T3 MUST be engaged while moving across the bridge.  18x24ò steel plates must 
be placed behind the two rock walls in front of the track to prevent shoot throughs. 
 
SCORING:  Vickers count, 15 round minimum  PENALTIES:  Per IDPA Rules 
TARGETS:  7 IDPA   3 Non Threats   1 Steel  CONCEALMENT:  Required 
SCORED HITS:  Best 2 on Paper.    RE-LOADS:  Per IDPA Rules
